To access the main menu press the MENU button. Press the UP or 
DOWN buttons until you reach function you wish to change. When 
you reach the function you wish to change press the enter button. 
When a function is selected use the UP or Down buttons to change 
the function settings. Once your changes are made press the enter 
button, and then press and hold the MENU button for at least three 
seconds to confirm and lock the change into the system memory. If 
the menu button is not pressed and held within eight seconds the 
fixture will automatically confirm and lock the change into the system 
memory. To exit without making any changes press the MENU button.  

ADDR - DMX Address Setting.
1. Press the MENU button until “ADDR” is displayed, press 
ENTER.
2. The current DMX address will now be displayed and flashing. 
Press the UP or DOWN buttons to find your desired address. 
Press ENTER to set your desired DMX address.
NOTE: If after you connect your DMX controller the unit does 
not fall into DMX mode, press and hold the MENU button for at 
least 3 seconds. 

SLND - This will let you set unit as a master or slave in 
a master/slave configuration.
1. Press the MENU button until “SLND” is displayed, press 
ENTER. “MAST” or “SL 1” will be displayed.
2. Press the UP or DOWN buttons until your desired setting is 
displayed, press ENTER to confim and exit.

DNST - This mode can be used as a precaution mode, 
that in case the DMX signal is lost, interrupted, or power is 
lost, the operating mode chosen in the setup is the running 
mode the fixture will go into when the DMX signal is lost. You 
can also set this as the operating mode you would like the 
unit to return to when power is applied.  
1. Press the MENU button until “DNST” is displayed, and either 
“MASL”, “BLND”, or “LAST” will be displayed beneath. 
2. Press ENTER and the bottom choice will begin to flash. Use 
the UP or DOWN buttons to choose an operating mode you 
would like the unit to start up in when power is applied or the 
DMX signal is lost.
• MASL (Master Slave) - If the DMX signal is lost or power is 
applied, the unit will automatically go into Master Slave mode 
and run a built-in show.
• BLND (Blackout) - If the DMX signal is lost or interrupted, the 
unit will automatically go into stand by mode.
• LAST - If the DMX signal is lost the fixture will stay in the last 
DMX setting. If power is applied and this mode is set, the unit will 
automatically go into the last DMX set up.   
3. Press ENTER to confirm your desired set up.

DIND - This will let select your desired dimmer curve.
1. Press the MENU button until “DIND” is displayed, and press 
ENTER. 1 of 5 dimmer curves will be displayed. “STDA” (stan-
dard), “STGE” (stage), “TV” (TV), “ARAL” (Architectural), or 
“THAL” (Theatre). See the dimmer curve chart on page 28 for 
more info.

To control the fixture you must aim the 
remote at the front of the fixture and be no more than 30 feet away. 
The Ikon Profile comes with the Airstream IR remote transmitter. 
The transmitter plugs into the headphone jack of your iOS phone 
or tablet. To control your IR fixture you must raise the volume to the 
maximum on your iOS phone or table and aim the transmitter at the 
front of the fixture and be no more than 15 feet away. After you have 
purchased the Airstream IR transmitters, the app is a free download 
from the app store for your iOS phone or tablet.

Fixture Cleaning: 
Due to fog residue, smoke, and dust cleaning the internal and exter-
nal optical lenses should be carried out periodically to optimize light 
output. Cleaning frequency depends on the environment in which the 
fixture operates (I.e. smoke, fog residue, dust, dew). In heavy club 
use we recommend cleaning on a monthly basis. Periodic cleaning 
will ensure longevity, and crisp output.
1. 	Use normal glass cleaner and a soft cloth to wipe down the out-	
	 side casing.
2.  	Clean the external optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 	
	 20 days.
3.  	Clean the internal optics with glass cleaner and a soft cloth every 	
	 30-60 days.
4. 	Always be sure to dry all parts completely before plugging the unit 	
	 back in.

No light output from the unit;
1.		 Be sure the fuse has not popped. The fuse is located on the rear 	
		 panel. 
2.		 Be sure the 4 flags are open and not closed.

First unplug the power. The fuse holder is located next to the I.E.C 
power cord output. Using a phillips-head screw driver unscrew the 
fuse holder. Remove the bad fuse and replace with a new one. 

With this feature you can connect the fixtures to one another 
using the IEC input and output sockets. The quantity that can 
be connected is 16 fixtures maximum @ 120V and 27 fixtures 
maximum @ 230V. After the maximum fixture’s is reached you will 
need to use a new power outlet. They must be the same fixtures. 
DO NOT mix fixtures.
